ANNOUNCEMENTS/COMMUNICATIONS
Supervisor Pangrazio discussed the following communications with the Board:

» The Ford F-150 pickup truck that the Town of Caledonia intended to purchase from Van Bortel
Ford has been cancelled.

» The New York State Disaster Emergency Plan has been extended.

» Supervisor Pangrazio reminded the Board that the Budget Workshop Meeting will take place on
September 26, at 5:00 P.M.

» Supervisor Pangrazio handed out a letter from Councilman Pike Il resigning from the Town
Board.

» Supervisor Pangrazio received a call from a resident on Middle Road regarding bad water.
Supervisor Pangrazio advised the resident to collect a few signatures from neighbors on a
petition and return it to the Town Board for review.

» The Town of Caledonia has been having issues for several months with the Tompkins Credit
Cards we have. Town Clerk Seth Graham will be contacting ESL Federal Credit Union to discuss
plans to use them for our Business Credit Cards.



DEPARTMENTS/COMMITTEES

ATTORNEY — DWIGHT KANYUCK
Attorney Kanyuck had no new news to report but planned to discuss some Attorney-Client Litigation
issues in an Executive Session.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER — TOM PERKINS
Code Enforcement Officer updated the Board on the following items:

» The Livingston 4 Solar Project on Route 5 has gotten worse since last month, with trees now
growing through the solar panels.

» Code Enforcement Officer Tom Perkins stopped to do an inspection of the panels, during which
the maintenance company happened to be on-site.

» Code Enforcement Officer Tom Perkins stated that there were weeds waist high, over top of the
panels.

» Code Enforcement Officer Tom Perkins also stated that he has contacted Town Attorney Peter
Skivington about taking legal action.

» Code Enforcement Tom Perkins stated that the Bank will decide whether to put the home on the
market or not.

7:15 P.M. — OPEN PUBLIC HEARING LOCAL LAW NO. 1 FOR 2022 — TAX CAP OVERRIDE

Supervisor Pangrazio declared the Public Hearing open at 7:15 P.M. for Proposed Local Law No. 1 For
2022 and asked Town Clerk Seth Graham to read the Notice of Hearing for the record. Town Clerk Seth
Graham read the Notice of Hearing. Supervisor Pangrazio asked if anyone would like to speak at this
time. No one from the Board or public had any comments at this time.

SUPERVISOR PANGRAZIO — DISCUSSION ON TAX CAP OVERRIDE

Supervisor Pangrazio gave a brief overview of the Local Law. Due to uncontrollable cost and other
hurdles especially with insurance and health care rates on the rise, Supervisor Pangrazio and the Board
felt that it was in the best interests of the Town to pass this Local Law. This Local Law is to override the
limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by the Town of Caledonia, County of
Livingston, pursuant to General Municipal Law §3-c, and to allow the Town of Caledonia, County of
Livingston, to adopt a Town Budget for the fiscal year 2023 that requires a real property tax levy in excess
of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER — TOM PERKINS (CONT.)
Code Enforcement Officer Tom Perkins continued with his Department Report as follows:

» The house on Route 5 that the truck went through is in the process of being demolished.

PLANNING BOARD — PAMELA RYCHLICKI
Councilwoman Pam Rychlicki stated that she did not make it to the Planning Board Meeting and had
nothing new to report.




BUILDINGS/GROUNDS — SUPERVISOR PANGRAZIO

Supervisor Pangrazio updated the Board on the following items:

Supervisor Pangrazio stated he spoke with Dave Steele of Steele Contracting today regarding the
outside walls at the Town Hall. They are still waiting to schedule a date/time to do the work.
The new handicap door hinges and push buttons have been installed at the Town Hall and are
now available for use.

We recently had a problem with the air conditioning at the Caledonia Town Hall. Steve Sickles
came and looked at the issue and said that the unit is towards its end-of-life and the Town will
need to replace the condensing unit likely within a year.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT — MARK SCHROEDER

Highway Superintendent Mark Schroeder updated the Board on the following activities that the Highway
Department has been working on this month:

The Highway crew has been helping the Village crew on the Church Street project. Church Street
is expected to be paved on October 3™ and 4.

There is a company coming to do the gutter curbing.

The Highway crew stone & oiled the west side of Black Street Rd, Brown Rd, Cider St, and Graney
Rd.

Cleaned ditches along McCorkindale Rd

The new excavator was delivered in July and upon completion of the permissive referendum in a
few days, the excavator will be paid for.

The Ford F-150 pickup truck order has been canceled. There is no availability of trucks at this
time.

Highway Superintendent Mark Schroeder asked Attorney Kanyuck about the possibility of
purchasing a truck not using the County bid and if it was feasible. Attorney Kanyuck replied that
it may be possible to get a trade-in estimate from two or three dealerships. Mark Schroeder
plans to contact Bob Johnson Chevrolet in Le Roy regarding them possibly matching the State
Bid.

The 20 through the 23™ will be the Fall Conference in Ellicottville.

The Highway crew also assisted in trucking stone and oil for Jones Hall’s parking lot in their spare
time.

The Culvert Pipe for the Quarry Rd project has been delivered and Attorney Peter Skivington is
still working on easements with two property owners.

TRAFFIC SAFETY — MARK SCHROEDER

Highway Superintendent Mark Schroeder updated the Board that the Traffic Safety meeting for the
month had been canceled and had nothing new to report.
